He was raised by his grandmother
after his parents separated when he was just 10 years old. He earned a degree in
architecture and structural engineering from university.

In the 1970 Tata was given managerial position in the Tata group. During 21 years

Tata group revenue grew over 40 times and profit over 50 times. When Ratan Tata took
over the company sales overwhelmingly comprised commodity sales, but later the majority
of sales come from brands. In 2008 Tata gifted Cornell 50 million becoming the largest
international donor in university’s history.
